Born Richard Frank Oznowicz on May 25, 1944, in Hereford, England, Frank moved
with his parents, Isidore and Frances Oznowicz. as well as his brother. to Oakland.
California. when he was six. At a young age he adopted the name Frank Oz, because
people struggled to pronounce Oznowicz.
